There is much to report regarding the activ-
ities of the Board of Directors and the Busi-
ness Meetings at the 2006 Annual Meeting.
A highlight includes the creation of a new
membership category for Allied Health Pro-
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fessionals. This membership will be offered
to quali ed physician assistants, nurse practi-
tioners, and doctors of medicine or osteopa-
thy, whose practice is musculo-skeletal, but
non-surgical.

Additionally, the Western Orthopaedic As-
sociation is in sound nancial shape and is
evaluating investment vehicles in which to
place funds that exceed operating revenues.
The WOA, along with the other regional or-
ganizations EOA, SOA, Mid-America, and
Mid-Central, have the interest and support
of the current presidential line of the AAOS.
Ways in which collaborative educational
projects and meeting can be accomplished
are being investigated. At the same time, the
WOA is looking to strengthen relationships
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with state organizations. The state ortho-
paedic societies of Arizona and Colorado
held their summer meeting concomitant
with the Santa Fe meeting.

The goal of the WOA continues to be
playing an important role of the profes-
sional lives of its membership. The lynch
pin is the educational and social oppor-
tunities available at the Annual Meeting.
Beyond this, the WOA wishes to provide
value throughout the year. This could be
achieved through increased use of the in-
formation highway, interim local meet-
ings, and helpful nancial products.

ing that matches the donor s intent while
helping to accomplish the Endowments
mission.

The minimum amount needed to estab-
lish a new, named endowment is $50,000.
This amount may be in the form of a sin-
gle gift, a series of gifts pledged over a pe-
riod of three years, or through a bequest
or other form of planned giving.

An endowment is the highest and most
lasting form of honoring or memorial-
izing a loved one, friend or colleague or
faculty member. Creating an endowment
ensures the individual s name and contri-

butions to society will be remembered for
generations to come.

5. Applicants will pay annual mem-
bership dues in the amount of
$100.
